e Jesus together with Peter, John and James and the parents of the dead girl’s hand and commanded her to
rise to which she responded.

e Jesus requested that she be given something to eat.

e The miracle was to remain a secret.

(b) Narrate the parable of the Good Samaritan in Luke’s Gospel. (7 marks)

e Jesus told the parable to answer a question from a lawyer who wanted to know who his neighbor was.

e Jesus gave a story of a man who was attacked by robbers on his way from Jerusalem to Jericho.

e The man was seriously injured and left for dead.
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e A priest passed by and ignored him.

e A Levite also passed by but paid no attention as well.

e However, when a Samaritan found the injured, he had compassion on him, nursed his wounds and took
him to an inn and paid for his expenses.

e He promised to come back and pay for his expenses.

e Jesus asked the lawyer to say who among the three had proved a neighbour to the injured man.

e The lawyer answered that it was the Samaritan.

e Jesus told the lawyer to go and do as the Samaritan had done.

speak in privacy

e Only two or three prophets should speak in a meeting.

e He advised other believers to assess what is being said.

e If one receives a revelation he should be given a chance to speak while the others listen.

e Prophets are advised to speak one at a time for the purpose of instructions.

e Everything must be done in an orderly way. (7x1=Tmarks)
