. Using the above information, design an appropriate spreadsheet and enter
the given sample data. Give an appropriate title and save the spreadsheet as
EXAM 1. (25 marks)

. Calculate the total score for each student. Label it appropriately. Write on the
paper provided the formula for Mbithi’s total sore. (10 marks)

. Calculate the averages for Test 1, Test 2 and Test 3, examination and the total
score for the class. Label these averages appropriately and write on paper
provided the formula for obtaining the average to test 2. Save the spreadsheet
as EXAM 2. (12 marks)

. Arrange the records in descending order by total score. Save your worksheet
as EXAM 3. (6 marks)

. Count all students whose total score is above 60% and place your results in an
empty cell, label the results appropriately. Write on the paper provided the
formula used. (12 marks)

. The computer college would like to remarks PASS for students whose Total
scale is 50% and above and FAIL otherwise. Generate an appropriate remark
for each student and put it in appropriate cell. Label the row or column as
REMARK.
