· The crowd of disciples praised/glorified God joyfully in loud voices for all the mighty work they had seen.
· Some of the Pharisees were uncomfortable and ordered Jesus tell them to keep quiet.
· Jesus answered them that if the disciples kept quiet stones would cry out.
· Jesus no longer hid his messiahship.

· Pilate chose to have Jesus flogged/chastised
· The crowd shouted that Jesus should be crucified/demanded for the release of Barnabas.
· Pilate surrendered Jesus to the crowd to be crucified.
